BSO ADVISORY BOARD

Under a new partnership between Nova Southeastern University and the Broward Sheriff’s
Office, board members appointed by both organizations began meeting over the summer to
jointly develop programming and professional development opportunities in Public Safety and
Criminal Justice. The first joint project under this agreement is the Executive Leadership
Certificate — with the first graduating class made up of 20 officers. This certificate is taught by
both NSU faculty and qualified BSO personnel.

Current plans are underway for a Post-Shooting Incident Conference catering to law enforcement
and their families — speakers include distinguished NSU faculty and renowned Criminal Justice

experts. In addition, the advisory board is developing Crime Scene courses for a new Criminal
Justice Masters degree Specialty Track.

Program Highlights
CPS Ph.D. Program Ranked 9" in the U.S.

In a research study published by the American Psychological Association (APA) comparing
scholarly productivity of the 166 APA accredited Ph.D. programs in clinical psychology, NSU’s



program was ranked 9™ in the country based on total publications of full-time faculty.
Publications reviewed included books, book chapters, and peer-reviewed journal articles.

Service

Anxiety Treatment Clinic, a Psychology Services Center faculty applied-research clinical
specialty program under the direction of Assistant Professor Craig Marker will begin offering
services this fall.

CPS partnered with the American Red Cross to provide training to mental health professionals
on “Disaster Mental Health”. The purpose was to prepare professionals to respond to the
psychological needs of individuals across the continuum of disaster preparedness, response and
recovery. The partnership has included CPS Associate Professors Dr. Sarah Valley Gray and
Gene Cash, CPS Alumni Ron and Marty Ellis. Numerous doctoral students have received this
training.

Associate Professor Stephen Campbell and 8 CPS doctoral student volunteers traveled to
South Africa and Swaziland on a humanitarian mission. The mission was part of the Seeds of
Hope Outreach (SOHO), a U.S. based nonprofit organization. Along with Dr. Campbell, the
students spent three days in Johannesburg, South Africa and twelve days in Swaziland delivering
training on crisis intervention, substance abuse counseling, stress management, stigmatization,
and suicide prevention. While in Swaziland, the team traveled to various towns and communities
throughout the nation, visiting community centers, orphanages, churches, and schools. The team
met with numerous groups addressing issues of orphan relief, HIV/AIDs, and substance abuse.

Doctoral students completing practicum in the Healthy Lifestyles: Guided Self Change Clinic,
under the direction of Professors Mark and Linda Sobell, are continuing to provide services to
NSU to support employees working to improve their health. In addition, they are providing
psychoeducational training on smoking cessation to the City of Miramar.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE INSTITUTE

The Master of Human Services in Child Protection (MHS:CP) is a new degree that will be
offered through the Criminal Justice Institute this fall. Similar to the Master of Science in
Criminal Justice, this new degree: MHS:CP is a collaborative university effort. Ten different
tracks will be offered through the following schools/centers: Center for Psychological Studies,



Fischler School of Education and Human Services, School of Humanities and Social Sciences,
Shepard Broad Law Center, Mailman Segal Institute for Early Childhood Studies, College of
Osteopathic Medicine-Public Health Program.

With special assistance from President Ray Ferrero, Jr. and NSU Board of Trustees member
David Rush, the Criminal Justice Institute is pleased to announce that on May 25, 2007 Ray
Ferrero Jr., President of Nova Southeastern University, Ken Jenne 1, Sheriff of Broward County
and Marta Prado, Chairperson of the Sheriff’s Foundation of Broward County, formally signed
agreements to cooperatively develop educational, research and service programs related to
criminal justice and public safety. A ceremony was held in the atrium of the Horvitz
Administration Building on the campus of Nova Southeastern University at 3:00PM. This
agreement marks the first time the three entities come together to form such a significant
alliance. This venture will provide advanced leadership training for senior and supervisory public
safety officers, access to NSU’s Bachelor’s and Master’s programs in criminal justice and
shared resources in the development of training and research programs specifically related to
meeting the needs of the criminal justice and public safety communities.

As part of our new partnership with the Broward County Sheriff’s Office and the Sheriff’s
Foundation of Broward County we will be collaborating to create a new Executive Leadership
Program (ELP). The ELP will be offered as a hybrid delivery format, online, ground based and
by video-teleconference through NSU education centers. The ELP will be offered twice in 2007
with the first class being held on main campus, beginning January 9" and the second beginning
February 20th in the NSU Palm Beach Satellite education center. The ELP is made up of law
enforcement and public safety managers from several departments, counties and disciplines (law
enforcement, corrections and fire rescue).

The multi-center Psychology Postdoctoral Residency program, sponsored by the Criminal Justice
Institute began Sept 1, 2007. This collaborative program will now be partnered with the
University School, the College of Dental Medicine, Health Professions Division’s Institute for
Child Health Policy, the Center for Psychological Studies and the Fischler School of Education
and Human Services and consists of 10 residents for the 2007-2008 year.

FARQUHAR COLLEGE OF ARTS & SCIENCES
Distinguished Speaker Series

The Farquhar College of Arts and Sciences’ Division of Social and Behavioral Sciences presents
Erin Brockovich at Nova Southeastern University. As part of the college’s Distinguished
Speaker Series, Brockovich will speak on November 1, from 7:00-8:30 p.m. in the Miniaci
Performing Arts Center. Admission is free.

A movie about her first great legal case made her famous around the world, even though she has
never been a lawyer. Julia Roberts won an Oscar for portraying her as a spunky, sassy legal
assistant with endless determination, but she might have underplayed the role. As a file clerk in
the law firm of Masry and Vititoe, Brockovich came across medical records in a file on a pro



bono real estate case and began to look into the matter. Her investigation revealed that the health
of many people from Hinkley, California, had been compromised for decades by exposure to
Chromium 6, a toxic chemical that had leaked into the groundwater from the nearby Pacific Gas
and Electric Company's Compressor Station. The biggest direct action lawsuit of its kind forced
the giant utility in 1996 to make the largest legal settlement in U.S. history, paying out $333
million in damages to more than 600 Hinkley residents.

Brockovich has managed other major lawsuits at Masry and Vititoe as their Director of
Environmental Research, including one for residents in the town of Kettleman, also against
PG&E, that was settled for $335 million. While she has great empathy for the environment, she
spearheaded these suits for humane reasons as well. She said, “I do care a great deal about the
environment but my real work and my greatest challenge is trying to overcome deceits that end
up jeopardizing public health and safety.”

In addition to a small role as a waitress in the film that bears her name, she has also hosted a
Lifetime series, Final Justice, a reality drama series about women who have faced great
challenges. Brockovich next hosted ABC's Challenge America, which motivated people to
support charitable causes. She has also published a book, Take It from Me, Life’s a Struggle but
You Can Win, and worked as a consultant.

On February 21, 2008, the Division of Math, Science, and Technology will present the next
Distinguished Speaker in the series, Nobel Prize winner Eric Kandel, M.D. He won for his
research in the physiological basis of memory storage in neurons. A refugee from the Nazis as an
Austrian Jew, Kandel studied in the United States. His interest in neuroscience led him to
recognize, through experiments, that the physical storage of memory relied on synaptic
connections between neurons. Connected with this research are investigations into the nature of
learning. Kandel describes memory as “a form of mental time travel [that] frees us from the
constraints of time and space.” It is the brain’s amazing ability to store a seemingly infinite
number of facts, figures and experiences, according to Kandel, which enables us to retrieve what
we have learned before the present time.

2007 Convocation

The Farguhar College of Arts and Sciences celebrated the beginning of the 2007-2008 academic
year by hosting Convocation on Tuesday, September 4, 2007, at the Miniaci Performing Arts
Center. A reception followed at the Dr. William S. Spears Courtyard Atrium in the Carl DeSantis
Building.

Faculty Lecture Series

This series explores the college faculty’s diverse areas of interest in the humanities, biology,
physical science, and social and behavioral sciences. Upcoming faculty lectures include:

“Philosophical Conceptions of Truth,” with Darren Hibbs, Ph.D., assistant professor in
the Division of Humanities, on Tuesday, September 1. Hibbs will provide descriptions
and critical assessments of each of the four dominant theories of truth within the Western
philosophical tradition: the correspondence, pragmatist, coherence, and deflationary
theories. He will then discuss the relevance of the concept of ‘power’ in developing a
theory of truth.

“The Soul of the Psychopath,” with Tom Fagan, Ph.D., associate professor in the
Division of Social and Behavioral Sciences, on Tuesday, October 2. This lecture will
explore the concept of psychopathy and review the traits that make up the psychopathic
personality. A videotaped interview with an incarcerated psychopath will be used to
illustrate the salient features of the psychopath.

“Truth and Power in Modern China,” with Tim Dixon, J.D., associate professor in the
Division of Humanities, on Tuesday, November 13. As the date of the 2008 Olympic
celebration nears, with the expected massive influx of Western press, many wonder what
the Communist Party will do to maintain the facade of “democracy” in the People’s
Democratic Republic of China. Dixon will discuss this issue, as well as the growing
international presence of China in global resource purchases, especially in Africa, and the
influence in international affairs that China’s investments in Africa have created.

“Truth, Power, and the Mexican Cult of Death: The Life and Art of Frida Kahlo,” with
Barbara Brodman, Ph.D., professor in the Division of Humanities, Tuesday, December
4. Frida Kahlo spent most of her adult life reinventing herself in her art. Overlooked,
however, is that her life and work reflect the efforts of the Mexican people to create a
collective identity, a national psyche by which they, after a half millennium, might
rediscover the path to truth and power. Brodman will explore the aspect of the collective
Mexican psyche with which Kahlo most identified, and through which she strove to
discover her own truths and power—the Mexican cult of death.

After an opening reception and a screening of the two-part documentary
Prayer in America, Gershman will moderate a panel discourse featuring interfaith leaders,
students, and members of the South Florida community. The discussion will focus on the role of
prayer plays in the lives of Americans confronting crises and tragedies. The documentary was
inspired as a companion to the book One Nation Under God: The History of Prayer in America
(Doubleday, 2005) by James P. Moore, Jr.

Professor Matthew He, Ph.D., director of the Division of Math, Science, and Technology,
earned international accolades during the summer of 2007 with projects, publications, and
leadership roles that highlighted his broad spectrum of expertise in the science and mathematic
fields. At the University of Rome, Italy, during his visit from May 19-June 3, He presented a
series of research lectures to graduate students, post-doctoral fellows, and faculty on
computational biology and bioinformatics. The lectures included topics on genetic codes,
attributive mappings, and stochastic matrices. His visit was sponsored by the Universita degli
Studi di Roma “La Sapienza”, Rome, Italy, and the Italian National Research Council. He also
completed a research paper with Paolo E. Ricci, Ph.D., and William Goh, Ph.D., titled, “On
Tribonacci Polynomials,” which provided a solution to a standing conjecture on the generalized
Fibinacci polynomials in the case of Tribonacci. This research paper has been submitted to an
international journal for its publication.

Michael D. Reiter, Ph.D., assistant director and associate professor in the Division of Social and
Behavioral Sciences, published a textbook for beginning students in counseling and
psychotherapy. Therapeutic Interviewing (Allyn & Bacon/Longman Publishers) is the first
introductory counseling text to focus both on the microskills of therapy so important for
beginning counselors and on the unique challenges a counselor faces according to the context of
setting and client. The book offers foundational strategies, skills, and tools of therapeutic
interviewing along with an understanding of the formats and settings in which students will be
working. Reiter provides novice therapists with a basic understanding of interviewing and
explores with them how they can develop the skills to become a competent therapist.

Her ground-breaking book, The Disappearing Girl: Learning the
Language of Teenage Depression, received widespread popular and professional recognition for
its advocacy of careful listening to depressed girls’ self-reflections that reveal their serious, self
destructive behavior as not so much the behavior of deviants, or nonconformists, but rather as
over-conformists to stereotypic notions of femininity. She plans on continuing her research to
include adolescent boys.

Madhavi Menon, Ph.D. She received her doctorate in psychology from Florida Atlantic
University. Her research focuses on processes of social development during middle childhood,
focusing on attachment, aggression, gender identity, and achievement. A major finding from this
research is that high self-esteem encourages aggressive children, as well as avoidantly-attached
children, to rationalize their antisocial conduct.



Glenn Scheyd, Ph.D. He earned his doctorate in evolutionary psychology from the University of
New Mexico in 2006 and served as an assistant professor of experimental psychology at Eureka
College. As a researcher, he has applied the evolutionary perspective to the topic of individual
differences in human mating, writing extensively on the subject of evolution and mate selection.
He was awarded a National Science Foundation Graduate Research Fellowship in Personality
Psychology and has served as a peer reviewer for the journal Evolution and Human Behavior.

Teruyuki Tsuji, Ph.D. With a doctorate in comparative sociology from Florida International
University, Tsuji was a research assistant at the Institute of Ethnicity and Immigration at Florida
International University where he worked on a project that ethnographically examined civic
engagement in immigrant and native minority congregations in Miami.

NSU Student Mediation Services begins its fourth year!

Started by Department of Conflict Analysis and Resolution students, NSU Student
Mediation Services is beginning its fourth year as a campus resource for NSU students
to learn about conflict and its resolution as well as utilize resolution process for solving
their existing conflicts. Whether it’s a roommate disagreement, relationship conflict,
club or organization dispute or argument with a fellow student, Student Mediation
Services offers a variety of free services designed to assist and educate NSU students in
their resolution of conflicts. Services include One-on-One Conflict Coaching,
Mediation, Restorative Justice as well as presentations and trainings. The service is
sponsored and located in the NSU Division of Student Affairs and supported with a
volunteer staff of trained graduate student from the Department of Conflict Analysis and



Resolution (DCAR) in the School of Humanities and Social Sciences.

Along with serving the needs of university students, Student Mediation Services serves
DCAR students as a practice site for developing and enhancing their skills and for
earning practicum hours. During the past three years the program utilized over 40
DCAR students as volunteer co-mediators and conflict coaches, facilitating over 100
mediations and 50 conflict coaching sessions.

One-on-One Conflict Coaching offers an individualized and confidential service to
students interested in resolving an existing conflict or to develop their understanding of
conflict and the various skills and strategies for conflict resolution. Coaching is
intended to provide the knowledge and support necessary to understand past conflict
behaviors and explore more effective approaches. Each session is designed to fit the
needs of the student seeking assistance.

The Mediation program provides a safe and confidential process for students in an
existing conflict to work through their issues and arrive at a mutually satisfying
agreement. Mediation assists student disputants with communicating issues, determining
interests, generating options and developing an agreeable outcome to a conflict that
supports and enhances disputant’s relationship. Additional information is available at
http://www.nova.edu/studentmediation/, or contact us directly at
studentmediation@nova.edu or 954-262-7196.

Sam Baroni holds a Ph.D. in Comparative Studies from the Florida Atlantic University. She
received the 2006 Dissertation Year Grant. Baroni has been an instructor at the J.F. Kennedy
Special Warfare Ctr., Regional Studies, Middle East & Central Asia, at Ft. Bragg for 13 years;

Gregory M. Vecchi, Ph.D., is an alum from the Dept. of Conflict Analysis & Resolution
(DCAR), and serves as Supervisory Special Agent of the Behavioral Science Unit for the FBI
Academy. He has also been teaching in the Criminal Justice Institute (CJI) and the Executive
Leadership Program, a partnership among the Broward Sheriff's Office, NSU and the Sheriff's
Foundation of Broward County that focuses on the development of key leadership competencies.
Dr. Vecchi was assigned to the FBI's Behavioral Science Unit (BSU) in January 2006. Dr.
Vecchi began his service with the FBI in Miami in 1996, where he worked a variety of organized
crime and drug matters. Dr. Vecchi became an auxiliary negotiator 1998 and was formally
certified by the FBI in 2002 and later by the London Metropolitan Police Department in 2005. In
his capacity as a field negotiator, Dr. Vecchi responded to numerous warrant and barricade
situations; co-managed the Miami Crisis Negotiation Team; and trained local, state and federal
law enforcement officers on a variety of crisis management and negotiation topics.

Oceanographic Center’s Guy Harvey Research Institute Billfish Research Receives
Extensive National and International Media Coverage

A scientific study published in the journal Bulletin of Marine Science by Mahmood Shivji, Ph.D.,
director of the Guy Harvey Research Institute with his graduate students and collaborators from NOAA
Fisheries in Miami has received national and international coverage in over 120 media outlets. His
genetics research validated the existence of a previously unrecognized billfish species, (roundscale
spearfish), in the western Atlantic ocean. The study showed that this species is virtually indistinguishable
from the fabled white marlin that is threatened with extinction due to over-fishing.

The close resemblance between the two species has likely caused species misidentifications in the catch
records. Consequently, previous population estimates of the already diminished white marlin stocks may
have been overestimated. This discovery of the roundscale spearfish and potential for species mix-ups has



triggered new population assessments of the white marlin to determine if it should be prohibited from
fishing by listing it under the U.S. Endangered Species Act.

Dan Rather Tapes Show on Coral Reefs at the Oceanographic Center

Dan Rather visited the NSU Oceanographic Center for a day in March to gather material for his television
news show Dan Rather Reports on the cable/DirectTV channel HDNET. The show features field reports
that include politics, international affairs, and the environment. The NSUOC segment aired on April 3.
In researching a story on the fate of coral reefs, Rather and his staff became aware of the coral reef
research being done by scientists of the NSU National Coral Reef Institute (NCRI), and of the upcoming
11" International Coral Reef Symposium coming to Fort Lauderdale in 2008 that NCRI is helping
organize. Rather extensively interviewed OC Dean Richard Dodge, Ph.D. who is also Executive
Director of the National Coral Reef Institute (NCRI). During his visit, Rather met many of the OC
scientists and staff.

After the interview he was shown the coral laboratory where he was informed of the coral
reproduction/restoration project that was taking place. He was shown maps of the coastline and how close
the reefs are to Port Everglades. Dodge explained that due to the poor placement of the anchorage sites,
ships have drifted into the reefs causing groundings that destroy the coral.

Rather also marveled at the picture of ancient star coral that was discovered in the waters south of the Port
Everglades Inlet in 2005. The coral had been dated by Ph.D. candidate Kevin Helmle to at least 1694,
making it possibly the oldest living animal in southeast Florida.

Following the interview and tour of the labs, Rather was treated to lunch provided by the NSU
catering service and got to meet many of the faculty, staff and students of NSUOC.

Whale Sharks Tagged for Research!

M.S. student Matthew Potenski recently completed five months of field research in Tanzania, on the east
coast of Africa. During his time there he observed and tagged whale sharks (Rhincodon typus) in the
waters surrounding Mafia Island, Tanzania. Potenski works on a volunteer basis as a shark biologist for
the New Jersey-based non-profit organization, the Shark Research Institute (SRI - www.sharks.org).
Potenski split time between living onboard the M/V Kairos (www.thekairoscompany.com), a French-
owned 300 ton live-aboard dive vessel and on Mafia Island itself, at a compound owned by the Tanzanian
office of the World Wildlife Fund (WWF — www.panda.org). WWF also provided funding for
equipment, especially the pop-up archival (PAT) satellite tags to be deployed in the study.

Whale sharks have been discovered to aggregate in Kilindoni Bay off of Mafia Island, the southernmost
island of the Zanzibar Archipelago in Tanzania. The island sits offshore from the Rufiji River delta, and
the nutrients from the river runoff must collect in this area and feed the thick, green soup of
phytoplankton that is prevalent in this area. Whale sharks are filter feeders, and migrate over huge
distances, stopping in strategic spots to feed. They must have discovered this veritable bonanza of
plankton and started to exploit the resource as a stop in their travels. All the sharks here are juveniles,
with individuals ranging in length from roughly 3-8 meters. While these are not small animals, the whale
shark is the largest fish in the ocean and can attain sizes up to around 15-17 meters. These giants calmly
swim along the surface with their wide mouths agape, gorging themselves on microscopic prey. They can
be spotted by looking for their large, rounded dorsal fins breaking the surface, as well as their heads and
tails bobbing up and down and sometimes breaking the surface. They are surprisingly graceful for their
size, and seeing them underwater as they glide by in a flash of spots is truly an amazing experience not
soon forgotten.

The goals of the study of whale sharks in Tanzanian waters is to characterize the population, determine
migratory pathways, and add habitat use information to our overall understanding of whale sharks.

Visual ID tags and satellite telemetry tags were deployed to try and gain insights into their migratory
patterns. The ID tagging also helped determine a base population number while in-situ observations
served to determine the demography of the population. Each whale shark has a spot pattern as unique as
our fingerprints, and images were captured of each shark for photo-ID. The images can be analyzed by
software that makes a 2D referenced spot-map, and then compares multiple maps for overlap. The
software is being used by whale shark monitoring programs across the Indian Ocean (Seychelles,



Maldives, Mozambique, South Africa, and Australia) and a cooperative effort to create a database of
shark images (and thus population estimate) for the entire ocean basin is currently being collected. Tags
were attached to the whale shark via standard NMFS-style Casey tag dart anchors (albeit super sized for
the whale sharks). The anchor was shot into the left dorsal of the whale sharks with a spear-gun having a
specially modified tagging head on the spear. The skin in this area can be up to 10 inches thick and the
methodology has proved to be minimally invasive to the sharks. The deployment of in-situ tags is
required due to the fact that a whale shark cannot be captured to apply a tag like most shark species.

PAT satellite tags were also deployed. These tags remain on the shark for a set amount of time (2, 8, or
12 month intervals in this study) and record information about temperature, depth, and light intensity. At
the end of the interval, the tags pops off the tether and floats to the surface where it beams all the data to
the ARGOS satellite system where it is made available to the researcher. The tags are a great way to
increase our observation time of an animal that spends it life in a cryptic environment and in limited use
has already caused us to totally rethink whale shark habitat use. The only drawback is price — each tag
costs $4,000 USD, and studies can get expensive quickly.

The field season was a large success. Twenty-five whale sharks were marked with 1D tags and thirty-
three were identified from photos. Eight PAT tags were deployed on ID tagged individuals. Potenski
also worked closely with WWF and the local community on Mafia Island to set up an ongoing whale
shark survey program to look for whale sharks year round. Potenski will return to Mafia Island in
October for a six month field season as year two of the research project.

PEOPLE ON THE MOVE

Profs. Charles Messing, Ph.D. and Richard Spieler, Ph.D. and students in the Deep-Water Ecology of
the Strait of Florida class loaded the Research Vessel Suncoaster (Florida Institute of Oceanography) and
departed Port Everglades on the evening of May 13 for an offshore deep-water trawling and dredging
expedition. Although the cruise was cut short by unexpectedly strong winds and rough seas, they made
five very successful collections at depths ranging from about 215 to 425 meters. The Isaacs-Kidd
midwater trawl, launched after dark to take advantage of the many invertebrates and fishes that migrate
toward the surface from deep water at night, brought up prambugs (the model for the alien in Aliens),
krill, bizarre shrimps, a silvery and silver-dollar-size hatchetfish, a tiny black dragonfish with a luminous
chin lure, and a host of gelatinous plankton.

Three successive hauls at greater and greater depths with the otter trawl brought up seastars, urchins,
crabs, sea anemones, thumbnail squid, brilliant yellow and orange dragonets, a wide-mouthed goosefish
the size of a large frying pan, pink shovel-nosed armored searobins, a vertically striped boarfish like a
card-deck diamond, blind electric rays and beautifully patterned little sharks called chain dogfish. The
final haul, made at the foot of the Miami Terrace with the heavy-duty Cape Town dredge, brought up
chunks of ancient terrace limestone blackened by deposits of the mineral phosphorite, fan sponges, lace
corals, snake stars, and a giant orange sea spider almost a foot across. The class will spend next weekend
sorting through the catch, identifying as many creatures as possible and adding them to the lab's
collection.

NCRI faculty member Sam Purkis, Ph.D. gave an invited Keynote presentation at

the European Remote Sensing conference (EARSeL) held April 23-25 in the historic Belgium city of
Bruges. The presentation was entitled, “Remote sensing the statistics of coral reef landscapes: The
pattern in the pages,” and highlights the work Purkis has been doing on the fractal properties of coral
habitats.

Meghan presented a
poster entitled “Temporal and Spatial distribution of the Atlantic Bottlenose Dolphin, Tursiops truncatus,
along the Northwest Atlantic Coastline” that describes the preliminary results of her M.S. thesis research.
Co-Authors on the poster were. Lance Garrison, Ph.D. (NOAA Fisheries Southeast Fisheries Science
Center in Miami, FL) and Edward O. Keith, Ph.D., (NSUOC).

OTHER NEWS
Coral Lab Has Babies!!

Saturday night, May 12 the first captive coral spawning occurred in the NSUOC’s new outdoor coral
husbandry system. The spawning yielded larval Porites astreoides, which were collected and transferred
to settlement tanks in the Coral Ecology Laboratory, where experiments to determine preference for
settlement substrate will take place.

The coral husbandry system, which has made captive coral spawning a possibility at the NSUOC, is
comprised of four large raceways holding over 450 gallons each, a 500 gallon holding tank and a 10’ tall
protein skimmer. The system was fabricated and constructed over the past few months by Alison
Moulding PhD, and research assistants Abby Reneger and Adam St. Gelais.

The parent P. astreoides colonies were collected from reefs off Broward County on May 11 and placed in
the outdoor system inside specially constructed larval collection buckets. Each of the ten buckets has its
own water inflow and an overflow into a plastic container with 120-micron mesh sides. When larvae are
released by the colony, they flow out of the bucket and into the mesh cup where they can be collected.

Larval release is synchronized with lunar cycles, and P. astreoides is known to release larvae nocturnally
a few days before or after the new moon, primarily in April and May. Each morning the collection cups
are checked for larvae and brought into the lab if they are present.

Once in the lab, the larvae are individually separated from the collection cups and divided between
experimental settlement tanks as needed. Different substrate choices will be provided for the larvae in
hopes of determining settlement preferences.

As the spawning season progresses, Moulding plans on attempting the same techniques with a number of
other species including Montastraea cavernosa and Siderastrea siderea. Captive coral spawning holds
exciting potential for reseeding coral reefs with captive raised colonies.



GRANTS AND AWARDS

On May 15 Edward O. Keith, Ph.D., was awarded an NSU President’s Faculty Research and
Development Grant for his proposal entitled “Field Testing of Sonar Fishfinders for Manatee Avoidance
Technology”. Watercraft related mortality is the major “known” cause of manatee mortality in Florida
(25% of all mortality between 1977-2006). This project aims to develop technology designed to alert
vessel operators to the presence of manatees in sufficient time for them to either reduce speed or take
evasive action, thus reducing vessel related manatee mortality. Interphase Technologies (Soquel, CA) and
Techsonic Industries, Inc. (Eufaula, AL) both manufacture a number of different sonar units, and these
will be evaluated and modified to develop such a manatee alert system.

Due to difficulties in obtaining the requisite permits to conduct such testing on free-living manatees in the
United States, the field testing will be conducted in Mexico in collaboration with David Leon Olivera,
Ph.D. at the Universidad Juarez Autonoma de Jalisco, in Villahermosa, Mexico. Most of the work
described in this proposal will be conducted by a graduate student at the NSU Oceanographic Center, and
the results of these investigations will comprise this student’s master’s thesis. Undergraduate students
from the Farquhar College of Arts and Sciences will participate in the field testing of the sonar units at the
NSUOC using simulated manatee targets fabricated from wood and plastic. Total funds awarded under
this grant are $10,000, one-half coming from NSU, and one-fourth each coming from Richard Dodge,
Dean of the Oceanographic Center and Don Rosenblum, Dean of the Farquhar College of Arts and
Sciences. The Marine Industries Association of South Florida (MIASF) has provided an additional $1600
in matching funds to support this project.

NSU Law Center Welcomes New Class of 1Ls

The new incoming class of 322 day students and 67 evening students were welcomed with a
week long orientation program covering the nuts and bolts of law school including briefing, note
taking, lawyering skills and values, and laptop training. Dean Harbaugh welcomed the new
students in his home for six enjoyable “dine with the dean” evenings. Each class section was
given an opportunity to enjoy some fine fare while socializing informally with classmates, law
faculty, and senior administration.

Launch of Innovative Law Course in Consumer Protection

The Law Center has announced the launch of a course in Consumer Protection examining the
regulation of unfair and deceptive trade practices under the common law, the Federal Trade
Commission Act, administrative regulations and decisions, policy statements, and the Florida
Unfair and Deceptive Trade Practices Act. The course is designed and taught by Michael Flynn,
Professor of Law. A unique feature of this new and innovative course is that students enrolled
must also perform 24 hours of volunteer work at the Broward County Consumer Affairs
Department during that semester.

Innovative Master of Science Degree in Health Law Program (M.S.H.L.) Graduates Its
Fifth Class

The Law Center held its fifth Master of Science Degree in Health Law (M.S.H.L.)
commencement ceremony on July 7 at the Rose and Alfred Miniaci Performing Arts Center.
Twenty-three students from nine states traveled to Fort Lauderdale to celebrate their completion



of the rigorous online two-year program designed to education non-lawyer health care
professionals about health-related legal issues. The key commencement address was given by
Executive Vice President of Biomedical Services and Former Interim President and CEO of the
American Red Cross, John F. “Jack” McGuire. Student speakers included Diane Benfield and
Cathy McCreadie. The M.S.H.L. program is taught almost entirely over the Internet with the
exception of three short residential sessions held on campus annually in July. The program is
designed for full-time practitioners, administrators, military personnel, nurses, risk managers,
and leaders in the health care industry.

Children and Families Clinic Victory

In June, the NSU Children and Families Law Clinic and Professors Michael Dale and Timothy
Arcaro represented an 18-year-old unwed father in his efforts to set aside an adoption proceeding
in Broward County and obtain legal custody of his newborn child. After nine different lawyers
refused to represent the father in this case, Professors Dale and Arcaro agreed to represent him
on behalf of the Clinic as the spring semester was ending. They filed pleadings challenging the
constitutionality of the Florida Putative Father Registry and sought the return of their client’s
child. On July 11 they received a 13 page order ruling in their client’s favor even though the
court did not reach the constitutional questions presented. The court ordered that the father
should have his child returned to him within three weeks; he has not seen his child since the child
was removed from the hospital shortly after birth and placed for adoption without his knowledge
or consent in December, 2006. The case is a tremendous victory for NSU Law’s client even
though there may be an appeal.

National Center for Missing and Exploited Children Recognize NSU Children and Families
Clinic

The NSU Children and Families Clinic, Professor Brion Blackwelder, and Professor Tim Arcaro
have been formally recognized by the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children for
their work on behalf of internationally abducted children. The Award of Merit reads: “In
recognition of and appreciation for outstanding commitment to the protection of children and
knowledge of the Hague Convention on The Civil Aspects of International Child Abduction.
Issued this 22" day of June 2007.”

Professor Timothy Arcaro Receives 2007 Faculty Professionalism Award

Professor Timothy Arcaro was the unanimous choice of the Florida Supreme Court Commission
on Professionalism and The Florida Bar Standing Committee on Professionalism to receive the
2007 Faculty Professionalism Award. The Award was presented to Professor Arcaro by Justice
Raoul G. Cantero, Chair of the Florida Supreme Court Commission on Professionalism, at the
annual Florida Bar meeting in June.

NSU Law’s Lawyering Skills and Values (LSV) Program Receives Top Ranking

For the first time ever, NSU Law’s LSV program made the U.S. News and World Report
specialty rankings for legal writing. NSU was ranked #30 out of all 191 accredited law schools.
The top 40 are listed on their Web site. NSU and Stetson were the only Florida schools on the
list.



Southeast Legal Writing Conference

The Law Center was host to the Southeast Legal Writing Conference held September 7 and 8
with over 60 attendees. The conference was geared towards legal research and writing faculty
with “Teaching the Basics: Practical Ideas for the Legal Writing Classroom” as its theme. The
keynote speaker was Professor Peter Joy, Washington University School of Law and past
president of the Clinical Legal Education Association (CLEA). He is one of the primary authors
of Best Practices for Legal Education: A Vision & A Road Map.

Bioterrorism Event

In response to federal, state, tribal, and local governments’ focus on an appropriate legal
environment for public health emergencies, the Law Center hosted, under the direction of
Leonard Levy, D.P.M, M.P.H., a one day CLE seminar on September 8 to address “reshaping the
legal landscape to effectuate emergency responses” and to give recognition to the fact that the
judiciary is an essential component in public health readiness. This program brought together
legal and public health officials to provide preparedness training related to all-hazards
emergency planning, public health law, and courts preparedness as it impacts practicing
attorneys, prosecutors, and members of the judiciary at the local, state, and national levels.

Faculty News

Professor Stephanie Aleong’s article, “Green Medicine: Using Lessons from Tort and
Environmental Law to Hold Pharmaceutical Manufacturers and Distributors Liable for Injury
Caused by Counterfeit Drug,” will appear in Volume 69 of the University of Pittsburgh Law
Review, with an expected publication date of February 2008.

For the fourth time in the past six years, the California Bar Examination (July, 2007) included a
question written by Professor Anthony Chase.

Two books that Professor Joel Mintz co-authored were published recently. Environmental
Enforcement: Cases and Materials (co-written with Professors Clifford Rechtschaffen and
Robert Kuehn and published, with a teacher’s manual, by Carolina Academic Press) is the first
law school casebook on that topic. State and Local Taxation and Finance in a Nutshell, 3d ed.
(co-authored with Professor Peter Salsich, Jr. and published by Thomson West) is a substantially
revised, expanded edition of the same book that Salsich and he wrote (together with the late
David Gelfand) in 2000.

Associate Dean Gail Levin Richmond was quoted in the Wall Street Journal on July 18 in the
article, “When the IRS Shows Mercy to Home Sellers.” Dean Richmond was invited to join the
ABA Tax Section Committee on Government Submissions. Unlike membership on the
substantive tax committees, COGS membership is by invitation only. COGS members review
substantive committees’ proposed submissions to governmental bodies for conformity to ABA
and Tax Section policy, overall style, etc.

PREPARATIONS FOR SACS, FCIS, FKC AND AISF RE-ACCREDITATIONS
University School is preparing for its 5-year SACS visit along with other primary accreditations
that include Florida Council of Independent Schools (FCIS), Florida Kindergarten Council
(FKC) and the Association of Independent Schools of Florida (AISF). Committees representing
all three University School academic divisions and all constituencies have begun the self-study
process of evaluation and assessment of goals and action plans for school improvement. Among
the focal points are student learning and instructional methodology, student life, professional
development and informational technologies. Embedded within the school improvement plan is
the following University School QEP initiative:

SUMMER PROGRAMS:
Camp NOVA 2007 continues to excel in day camp experiences and surpasses other camps with
its availability of specialist core camp choices. Camp Nova launched the 2007 summer fun with
“Making a Difference”. Camp Nova is committed not only providing a safe, fun and learning
environment; but has the goal of making a difference in the social development of all its campers
through positive interactions. Camp Nova was led by Camp Director, Dr. Stephen Marten for
the second year and Administrative Assistant, Dana Buss along with a cohort of camp counselors
ranging from highly qualified teachers/staff all the way to outstanding High School students.

Camp Nova provides children (Ages 5-13) the opportunity to choose from 25 different
programs as well as some exceptional programs including Magicamp, Lovewell Drama, and
many athletic camps. Guitar continued to grow in its second year, digital photography was
incorporated into computers while Chess was a great success in its inaugural year.

Camp Nova’s overall enrollment in 2007 reached unprecedented high numbers. Weekly
summaries ranged from 359 campers all the way up to 448 campers on a weekly basis which
represented a 9% increase on the record year of 2006.

Summer Scholars is a 4 week academic skills enrichment program designed for local children in
grades kindergarten through fifth. This half-day program, which enrolled over 60 youngsters,
seeks to enhance literacy through innovative and individualized instruction in reading, math and
writing.

Middle School Academic Camps, including Algebra, Keyboarding, Literature, and Introduction
to Middle School Years, enrolled more than 120 students in grades 6 through 8 who attended
daily to hone and refine academic competencies.

Upper School offered a summer session from June 11 to June 29. The school day was scheduled
to run from 8:30 am to 1:00 pm and classes were held in the Sonken Building. The courses did,
in some instances, satisfy credits toward graduation, thus opening up students’ schedules for
electives or other academic courses. Other courses (for no credit) were for review and
improvement in a subject with the aim of making headway into the next school year. Programs
included Fundamentals of Algebra and Geometry (no credit), Expository Writing (Y2
credit), Health (¥ credit), SAT Prep (no credit), Personal Fitness (¥ credit) and Spanish | -
11 (1 credit).

The Sonken building also hosted the AP Summer Institute sponsored by the Fischler School of
Education. Courses were offered from June 27" through July 19" and covered the areas of Art
History, Micro and Macro Economics, French Language, Statistics, Biology, English Language
B, Music Theory, Studio Art, Calculus AB, English Literature B or E, Physics B & C, U.S.
Government, Calculus BC, Environmental Science, Psychology, U.S. History, Chemistry,
European History, and Spanish Language.
