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LOCATING FULL-TEXT BUSINESS ARTICLES

The two best sources for finding full-text business articles are Wilson Business Full Text and ABI/Inform Complete. To find full-text business articles on a specific topic, try the following strategy:

For ABI/INFORM COMPLETE:
· Go to http://www.nova.edu/library/eleclib/.

· Click on Databases.

· Choose NSU Patrons and sign-in. You will log in with your last name and your NSU University ID number (the number that begins with the letter “N”).

· Use the option “Browse by subject or type” and choose Business & Economics from the drop-down menu. Click Get List to the right of your selection.
· Select ABI/Inform Complete from the list.
· Type your word or phrase in the first empty search box.  For example, if your topic is business communications, type that phrase in the first search box. You can add a second word or phrase in the second search box as well as a third in the third box to further narrow your search. Think about what aspect of business communications you wish to focus on – some examples include email, privacy issues, organizational change, commercial correspondence, or perhaps interpersonal communications.

· Underneath the Search button, you will see other options. Where it says “Limit results to” click in the box that says Full text documents only.
· Click on the Search button. 

· On the next screen, your search results will be displayed. Links reading Full Text and/or Page Image – PDF indicate the format in which the full text of the article is available. PDF means that you will see a graphical file of the original document—including page numbers.  You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader software to view the PDF files. The software is available for free from http://www.adobe.com/products/acrobat/readstep.html.


Wilson Business Full Text

· Go to http://www.nova.edu/library/eleclib/.
· Click on Databases.
· Choose NSU Patrons and sign-in. You will log in with your last name and your NSU University ID number (the number that begins with the letter “N”).
· Use the option “Browse by subject or type” and choose Business & Economics from the drop-down menu. Click Get List to the right of your selection.
· Select Wilson Business Full Text from the list. 
· Type a word or phrase in the first empty search box (see example above, under ABI/Inform Complete).
· Underneath the “Start” button, you will see other options. Where it says “Limit to” click in the box that says Full Text Articles.
· Click on the Start button.
· Your search results will display.  If the resource is available full text online, it will have a red or blue icon to the left of the citation. Click on either icon to get the document.
· You will need Adobe software to view the PDF files, the software is free from http://www.adobe.com/products/acrobat/readstep.html You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader software to view the PDF files. The software is available for free from .
