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The peer review of the Faculty Teaching Roster is intended to address the adequacy and appropriateness of a
faculty member’s degree credentials and other qualifications in supporting teaching assignments. Peer
reviewers render judgments in this regard after reviewing the entirety of the information reported for a faculty
member. The following NSU credential guidelines are relevant to this review:

> Faculty teaching general education and undergraduate level courses:

Doctorate in the teaching discipline or,

Doctorate in a related field and a master’s degree with a concentration in the teaching
discipline.

Masters degree in teaching discipline along with other experiences and qualifications
that demonstrate appropriateness to teach the specific course in question.

> Faculty teaching graduate and professional courses:

Doctorate in the teaching discipline or related field in the teaching discipline and
evidence of peer review recognition.

If the Doctorate is not in discipline then a Masters degree in the discipline and peer
review scholarly/professional activity that document peer distinguished record in the
course’s content.

Upon approval through Academic Affairs, Masters degrees that are considered terminal
degrees and Masters degrees with certain certifications and qualifications may be
considered acceptable.

Where the relationship between the discipline in which the degree was earned and the discipline in which
courses are taught is not clear or deemed strong enough, the Other Qualifications presented for the faculty
member may serve to complement or supersede the degree credentials. Examples of types of supporting
statements and evidence presented as Other Qualifications that may be relevant to teaching assignments

follow:
