


Ticket Purchase Policy

BY COMPLETING THIS PURCHASE, YOU ARE AGREEING TO ABIDE BY  
THE TICKET PURCHASE POLICY.

NSU SharkCard Ticket Limit
NSU SharkCard holders are limited to a specified number of tickets per event. The ticket limit is verified with every 
transaction. This policy is in effect to discourage unfair ticket buying practices. NSU SharkCard is required at the 
time of purchase and for event day entry. 

Refunds and Exchanges
Exchanges or refunds will not be issued after a ticket has been purchased or for lost, stolen, damaged or  
destroyed tickets. 

Ejection
NSU reserves the right, without refund, to refuse admission to, or eject, any person whose conduct 
is deemed disorderly, who uses vulgar or abusive language or who fails to comply with the Ticket Purchase Policy.

Recording and Exhibition
Recording is not permitted. You agree not to record or transmit, or aid in recording or transmitting, any 
description, account, picture, or reproduction of the event. Anyone who is caught recording will be removed 
without a refund.
By entering the premises on event day, you understand you may be photographed, filmed, or videotaped and you 
hereby give NSU the unqualified right to take pictures and/or recordings of you and grant the perpetual right to 
use your likeness, image, photo (collectively, “image”), without compensation, for broadcast or exhibition in any 
medium and to put the finished pictures/recordings to any legitimate use without limitation or reservation. 

You Are Subject to Search
You and your belongings will be searched on entry to the event. You consent to such searches 
and waive any related claims. If you elect not to consent to such searches, you may be denied entry to the event 
without refund or other compensation. The following items may not be brought into the premises, including without 
limitation, alcohol, drugs, controlled substances, cameras, recording devices, laser pointers, strobe lights, irritants 
(e.g., artificial noisemakers), bundles, large bags and containers.

Re-Sale of Tickets
Unlawful resale (or attempted resale), counterfeit or copy of tickets is grounds for seizure and cancellation without 
compensation. In addition, NSU reserves the right to restrict or deny ticket purchasing privileges to any purchaser 
determined to be, or has been, in violation of this policy.

The following purchase policies are designed to ensure your satisfaction and prompt entry. Each ticket purchased 
is automatically linked to the purchaser’s NSU SharkCard.
