Must be a United States citizen or a resident alien who is eligible for
Public Assistance and Federal Benefits

ID’s (within 1 year of expiry) for all members of the household

Total Household Gross Income must be at or below 150% of the
Federal Poverty level, as documented by Social Security statements,
pay stubs, etc.

Be a home owner, renter, or living in Section 8 Housing
