Each week, Project RISE will send out an activity that you can
do virtually with the children and/or families in your program,
either in a live, online session or by sending a video with
instructions to parents. The activities are intended to give
children opportunities to learn, express themselves, and feel
connected to you and their after-school friends. Providing this
on a weekly basis during this difficult time can also help to
strengthen your relationship with the children, families, and

communitfies you serve.
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PREPARATION

Family engagement is an important part of a successftul

after-school program. This week's activity offers your
program an opportunity to host a Virtual Family Fun Night,
or you can use this idea to facilitate an ice-breaker for a

virtual program information meeting or presentation

about essential community resources.

OVERVIEW

Your after-school program will host a Family Fun Night to

The
invitation must include information like the time, date, and a
fun description of the activity. You may also want to create
a short PowerPoint as an introduction to be used at the
family night.
